Finding a volunteer position online


Overview: Most of the bigger community agencies now advertise their volunteer vacancies online. Here are some of the main websites. Note that online listings may not always be up-to-date and do not include all current vacancies. The best way to find suitable vacancies is usually to ring the volunteer coordinator at the agency of your choice.
Volunteering in Manningham (ViM) http://www.vim.org.au/
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This website is still being developed, but will soon list the main vacancies available in about 80 of the community service organisations in Manningham. It has information on these agencies, and is the first place to go when looking for local volunteering opportunities.
GoVolunteer http://www.govolunteer.com.au/default.htm
GoVolunteer is run by Volunteering Australia. Over 3,000 Victorian volunteering opportunities from about 700 organisations are advertised here each month. The website contains information about volunteer opportunities, and helps you make the best match possible between your personal requirements and choice of volunteer work by searching local postcodes or keywords.

This is the Victorian Government’s volunteering portal or gateway. It’s packed full of helpful information and resources on volunteering, and is very easy to use. A data-matching service enabling you to search for suitable vacancies is expected to be introduced in September.
